 Everyone’s favourite, The Bunker Cartoon 
Gallery of Co" s Harbour introduces its new 
President Steve Little and shows us how its 
taking back the future and changing the face of 
the Gallery to meet the!challenges!of the!21st 
Century.! ACA Member Eric Lobbecke then 
gives us a creative demonstration on how 
he creates his original and unique Editorial 
Illustrations.!Rounding out the morning will be a 
sword-wielding discussion on 35 years of Torkan!by 

creator!Roger Fletcher 
and ACA historian 
Lindsay Foyle. This talk 
will be a fascinating 
insight into one of 
Australia’s most enjoyed 
comic series!

 ACA Member and Oscar-winner Bruce Petty 
will be chatting about his experiences!in the 
golden years of The New Yorker while Glen Le 
Lievre talks about what it’s like there right now. 
The New Yorker, of course, has been a stalwart for 
supporting intellectual cartoon art since 1925 -just 
a year younger than the ACA. 
 Throughout the weekend we’ll also have 
some big surprises thrown in and numerous 
books on sale including titles from our guests 
Reg Mombassa and Ron Cobb. We’ll also be 
welcoming back our friends of last year Book And 
Volume who will again have a superb range of 
books on sale. 
 A variety of ACA Members will also be     
selling their wares across the weekend so bring 
your cash and credit cards to get your hands 
on some rare editions and signed copies.
